Words of Meditation 
On this, the fourth Sunday of Lent, we continue to examine the people who were there when 

Jesus died on the cross. This morning we consider the exchange Jesus has with his mother 

and the beloved disciple, John. There is something that is changing in Mary’s role. In Psalm 

22 we read that the one who is suffering is going to fulfill his vows, and “those who seek the 

Lord will praise him-may your hearts live forever.” In Mark’s gospel we catch a glimpse of 

Jesus’ meaning about who are his brother and sister and mother. Jesus responds, “Whoever 

does God’s will is my brother and sister and mother.” Mary’s role is changing from just 

being Jesus’ mother to also becoming a disciple who needs a Lord and Savior.
